Of course we will continue to offer a diverse and stimulating learning environment for the 

children where they learn, socialize and develop at their own pace.

We continue to work with Albert Park College to provide No Interest Loans to families who 

need assistance with uniforms and Ipads, provide Chaplaincy to Port Melbourne Primary 

and Albert Park College and deliver a full range of in school and after school programs 

ranging from anti-bullying to homework club and drop ins. 

 

This year we are expanding our Chaplaincy efforts to two new schools, I’ll let you know 

who when the government comes forward with the funding (or we source some from  

elsewhere) and we are looking at launching a new youth education program in partnership 

with Harrison UnitingCare, Swinburne University and Victoria Police which will see young  

people earn a Certificate I right here on our site and set them on a pathway to  

apprenticeship.
